E obrigatorio ter aquele emprego, né? Ele consegue aquele emprego. Se, pelo
contréario, se ele ndo ESTUDA (present indicative), se ele VIVE (present
indicative), assim, ele ndo é (present indicative) um marginal, mas vai se tornar
